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I'm not just seeing from the aspect of galleries when
I plan an exhibition. | don’t want just to wait for clients like
any art shops. Art is so extensive that cultural overlaps
may be involved. An activity doesn’t usually last for long
in one place, so | would travel abroad to plan exhibitions
every year. Last year | was in the State Tretyakov Gallery
in Moscow, this May I’ll be in Casoria International
Contemporary Art Museum in Greece. | m thinking
about building a dynamic system as to become more
knowledgeable and to find more sources for adaptation.
Then art will become more interesting rather than being
static.

At present everybody wishes to come to China for it's
full of opportunities. On the other hand, more artists mean
more fierce competition, and the survival will be the fittest.
